Visitors-Check Recipients Network shows inmates, their visitors and outgoing check recipients
· Show network in temporal and geospatial context. That is, click on nodes and links to bring up check and visit timelines and addresses of inmates, visitors and check recipients on a map.

· Show repeated pattern of visiting inmate in one prison, then visiting inmate in another prison 200 miles away the next day.  Dedicated relative or passing information?

· Show network in which 5 different visitors to the same two inmates appear to be using multiple PINs.  Innocent mistakes on the part of visitors and staff or purposeful hiding of relationships?
Incident network shows all inmates and staff connected as victims or perpetrators of violent incidents

· Show status of inmates by colorizing based on custody level and setting symbol size proportional to the number of disciplinary reports received.
· Show incidents propagating through a network due to cooperative attacks.
· Show inmate with the most incident connections.  Inmate’s power builds as his attacks focus on other increasingly violent inmates and then staff.
· Show staff member with the most incident connections.  Staff member has been repeatedly victimized by inmates.  Why?  Does the staff member need more training, a new placement or …?
Gang identification
· Proof of concept used clustering to group inmates based on tattoo descriptions and demographics.  (Only a fraction of the inmates who are gang members self-profess their gang affiliation, thus many inmate gang members are currently unidentified.)
