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The use of metrics underpins the fundamental scientific process of quantifying the attributes of objects or classes of interest. In this provocation session I will review recent work conducted within DSTL to develop metrics in support of assessing visualisation techniques. These metrics were perceived to be desirable in order to justify the visualisation products being developed. However experience shows that a pertinent assessment requires to do more than just evaluate a particular tools  performance, more importantly it must consider the context in which the tool is used.
